e After drilling, blow any filings clear, remove any swarf and treat exposed metal with a rust
inhibitor.

Step 1 | Preparing for Fitment

Instructions Tools Torque Spec

a. Remove four plastic scrivets rom bottom of Trim tool
bumper and retain.

b. Remove most rearward exhaust rubbers.

c. Lower spare wheel.

Step 2 | Bumper Cut

Instructions Tools Torque Spec

a. Do cut out in bumper. Air Saw

b. Find centre and measure 11mm wide and
approximately 20mm deep.

c. Back to first ridge from edge of bumper.

d. Note: As bumper profiles change please check
measurements before cutting to ensure
dimensions are correct.

Step 3 | Replacement of Reverse Sensor Wiring Bracket

Instructions Tools Torque Spec

a. If reversing sensors are fitted cut off the Side cutters
bracket on passenger side holding wiring to
the bumper inpact beam.

b. Refit with cable tie to towbar location
supplied after towbar is fitted in place.

Step 4 | Install Towbar

Instructions Tools Torque Spec

a. Fit towbar by flexing bumper bar out and Sockets M10- 43.4Nm
sliding towbar over bumper. Spanners

b. Insert M10 x 1.25 botls and washers into Torque Wrench

bottom of chassis.

c. Fit %" bolt, plate, nut and washers through
towing hook.

d. Tighten all bolts to specified torque spec using
a torque wrench.
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Step 5 | Finishing up

Instructions Tools Torque Spec
a. Refit reverse sensor wiring if fitted

b. Refit 4 plastic scrivets on bottom of bumper.

c. Refit rearmost exhaust hanger.

d. Raise spare wheel.

e. Fit ball mount with pin and clip supplied.

f.  Fit door sticker to inside of drivers door pillar.
